Once you have been hired, you must complete the required student employment paperwork before you begin 

working and receive clearance approval from Human Resources. 

* You will need to provide two forms of ORIGINAL identification (a Driverôs License (State ID or School ID) and your Social Security 

Card or Birth Certificate. A passport is also acceptable). If you plan on working, make sure you bring original documents.
